Wood Working Tips  

Bryce Hill submitted the following 

tips to Sawdust & Shavings. 

Slicker Surfaces with Wax Paper:  

Rubbing wax paper on your table 

saw, jointer, planer and your lathe 

beds will keep the surface smooth 

and rust free.  Itôs a very good sub-

stitute for paste wax.  

Tighter Threads for Smoother Tur-

ing:  Not everyone that has a 1òx8 

tpi headstock has this problem.  

However, should you experience 

this problem, hereôs a solution. 

When threading the headstock, the 

headstock did not provide adequate 

metal to metal contact with the 

screw on chucks or face plates.  

Consequently they tended to wiggle 

a bit in use.   

To correct this problem, wrap the 

headstock threads with plumberôs 

Teflon tape.  In addition to making 

a tighter fit, the tape lubricates the 

thread making it easier to remove 

the chuck. 

It was about six years ago during a 

DWT demonstration at Acme Electric 

that Dennis Schwind invited Marlow 

Flanders to join our club.  Upon joining 

and exploring a variety of items to 

turn, Marlow concentrated on turning 

pens and naturalized bowls out of Ma-

ple and Box Elder woods.
