Alice Burning:  Alice did a quick demon-

stration on how to do small writing using 

very fine tipped pens she buys at Mathe-

Wait at least 4 hours before 

applying a finish over you writing.  If you 

use an ultra thin sharpie, you should 

wait at least 12 hours.  She also showed 

a kitchen scrubber she uses for taking off 

fine dust imperfections that may affect 

your finish. 

Alan Erickson:  Alan brought several bird 

houses that he has turned.  He also 

asked for help in trying to find a way to 

sharpen a drill bit that he wants to use 

for turning in tight curved surfaces. 

Gary Nagel:  Gary showed a broken tool 

rest that he had something to do with.  

He pointed out that for safety reasons to 

always stop the lathe before moving the 

tool rest closer to the material. 

Dennis Schwind:  Showed some bottle 

stoppers he turned with a talc inlay on 

top.  He also brought an alder platter 

that he started at the symposium. 

Weldee Baetsch:  Weldee brought a plat-

ter he tuned and then had Alice Burning 

paint a buffalo scene on the surface.  He 

also showed an elm bowl with a carved
